Beaumont Monthly Report 
May 2010 

 
Beaumont enjoyed Theme Week during May 17-21 “A Space Odyssey.” The 

week was filled with daily assemblies, speakers, and activities. Many parent volunteers 
decorated the main hallways, lobby, and large group room at Beaumont to support the 
space theme. The week ended with a fabulous culminating project in which the students 
participated in a scavenger hunt to find several written facts and visual pieces of 
information around the hallways and lobby.  

The Beaumont Spring Concert was held on Wednesday, May 12. The fourth grade 
orchestra, third grade orchestra, third and fourth grade combined orchestra, and the fourth 
grade chorus all performed many magnificent musical pieces. Two Beaumont students 
wrote their own songs for the orchestra to perform while one student actually conducted 
the orchestra as the students played her song. It is a pleasure to see so many Beaumont 
families supporting their children as members of the audience during the concert as well 
as bringing them to school for early morning rehearsals each week.  

On May 5 Beaumont students participated in several activities for the Keystone 
Healthy Zone Event Day and All Children Exercising Simultaneously (ACES) Day. The 
theme this year was “Eat Your Colors” with emphasis on eating 5-7 servings of fresh 
fruits and vegetables daily. Our physical education teacher facilitated whole school 
warm-up exercise activities during morning announcements. The students participated in 
a taste-testing of fruits and vegetables activity during lunch times. Parent volunteers and 
staff members helped students select from extensive displays of fresh fruits and 
vegetables. Third and fourth grade students created and displayed posters of healthy 
eating messages around the school. Students at each grade level wore different colored 
shirts to symbolize the different colors of fruits and vegetables. At the end of the day, the 
whole school met on the large field to exercise together by engaging in a variety of 
physical exercises and dances learned in PE classes.  

One other Beaumont activity to highlight is the ever-popular Play Day scheduled 
on Friday, May 21. Play Day is the Beaumont Home and School Association’s spring fair 
where many families and staff members attend to enjoy games and activities.  

 
Kindergarten News 

 
     The birds were singing, the bees were buzzing, the daffodils were 

blooming – sounds like spring was in the air and Beaumont’s kindergartners 
investigated it all! May was kindergarten’s month for creepy crawling creatures of 
all kinds because we officially launched our hands-on study unit on insects.  
 
   This was an especially exciting study unit for the children because they were engaged 
in many hands-on science activities including hatching live ladybugs and butterflies. 
Before, during, and after these discovery-based science projects our “future scientists” 
were able to predict, observe, record, and reflect on the life cycles of these specific 
insects. Throughout the duration of these experiments the kids also kept a ladybug and 
butterfly journal. This provided a cross-curricular opportunity for our students to 



integrate and apply their creative writing skills into the area of science. Our insect study 
unit culminated on Wednesday May 26th with a field trip to the Philadelphia Insectarium.

Second Grade News: 
 
What a busy month it has been in second grade!  We began the month with our 
Immigration Unit.  In the 2nd grade hallways you will find a display that honors our 
Earliest Known Ancestors.  Speaking of Immigrants, did you know that the Ringling 
Brothers came to America in the early 1900’s from Germany?  Well, if you ask any 
second grader at Beaumont they will tell you all about it.  As a culminating activity to our 
science unit on Balancing and Weighing, the circus came to Beaumont on May 14th.  The 
day was filled with a variety of activities that tested our knowledge of balancing.  We 
learned how to juggle in small group workshops, did a science experiment called Don’t 
Sink the Ship and had several balance relays outdoors. The Grand Finale was a Circus 
Show from very talented performers called The Give and Take Jugglers.   As the month 
comes to an end we are looking forward to yet another culminating activity, Immigration 
Day, which will take place on June 11th.

In social studies, the third grade is in the midst of our “City Planning” unit.  Wait until 
you see the final products created by the third graders!!!

The third grade has begun our last unit of study in science – Chemical Tests.  We will be 
experimenting on 5 unknown substances to see their reactions to different agents, such as 
vinegar, iodine, water, and heat to name a few.  Through these experiments we will 
discover what these unknowns are.   
 
Our Philadelphia field trip was a success!  We had a beautiful day and made many 
wonderful memories.  Thank you to all the chaperones that accompanied us to 
Philadelphia.
