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REMINDER

Dear Beaumont Families,

This is a very important reminder about school-related activities and
events. For all family events at Beaumont (including Winterfest, Play Day,
evening performances, Pizza Bingo, service projects) please be sure that
your children have consistent parent or guardian supervision for after-school
and evening activities.

It is expected when students attend after school or evening functions
that parents or guardians are present at the activity and supervising their
children. We often welcome siblings and this adds to the expectation that
families are present with their children. It is also expected that students
follow the school rules when present at school for events. This includes
staying in designated areas, walking in the building, and following the
directions of the activity.

During school events, children are never permitted in school areas
beyond where the event is taking place. Rarely, if ever, are the students
permitted in the second grade or fourth grade hallway areas or in the
hallways near the science rooms. The second floor and second grade wing
are often blocked off as custodians are completing their cleaning duties in
the evenings. Children should not be left unattended in areas of the building
without parent presence unless an activity has scheduled adult supervision
(such as a large group movie or adult-facilitated stations).

The Beaumont staff members and the H.S.A. plan many fun activities
for the children. Our first goal is to maintain the safety of the students at all
times during activities. It is not permitted for parents to drop off children at
school during H.S.A-sponsored events. If students are not following the
school rules during events, an H.S.A. board member may need to contact the
parents and participation privileges may be cancelled.

APRIL 2010

Kindergarten

April in Kindergarten was full of many exciting activities. Conservation and gaining
an awareness of all the wonderful resources our planet has to offer was a large
part of our focus this past month.

We applied this topic across the curriculum as we learned
about and then wrote about frees in our very own free journals
and in science, we learned about plant life cycles. We also
talked about recycling and doing “our part” to help take care of
our planet.

In math, we continued to learn about addition and subtraction, as well as
problem solving strategies.

Education Committee, Chair: Karen Cruickshank

The Education Committee met on April 13, 2010 at noon in
the TEAO building. The Committee heard a through report
from the administration on the 2009-2010 World Languages
Study. In the study there were specific recommendations for
teaching foreign languages in the middle school. These
recommendations included integrating standards from the
American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages
such as increasing opportunities for student conversation,
conducting instruction in the target language, and increasing
the number of authentic assessments given to students.

The administration then presented recommendations for
middle school foreign language instruction. The new plan
would include instruction in Spanish and French and would
include some leveling of coursework. The recommendation
also eliminated the FLEX program. The Committee asked
the administrators to continue to work on the program and to
show models which included more foreign languages and
the FLEX program. The administration will present these
new models at our next meeting on Tuesday, May 11 at
noon in the TEAO building. All members of the community
are welcome to attend.

Facilities Committee, Chair: Pete Motel

The Facilities Committee met on April 16™. The Committee
heard a report from the administration on the status of the
2010-2011 construction projects. The report included the
status of the ESC demolition project. The Committee
further discussed the disposition of the ESC including
salvage issues and communicating to neighbors when the
project is to begin.

A technology consultant to the District, presented a
technology infrastructure report to the Committee. The
report centered on implementing a wireless system in
District buildings. The Committee had a lengthy discussion

concerning the cost and need for the proposed wireless
system.

Next, the administration presented a Districtwide vehicle
replacement report. The report outlined a five year plan to
replace vehicles. The Committee discussed the pros and
cons of replacing these vehicles according to the plan. The
administration also presented a three year capital needs
summary that combined the technology infrastructure report,
the vehicle replacement plan, and the projects from the
infrastructure report. The Committee agreed to send the
report to the Finance Committee for a discussion on how to
fund the plan.

Finally, the Committee heard short reports on the status of
the Hillside Elementary School green roof project, the
Tredyffrin Township’s sidewalk project, the Conestoga
High School bio-retention basin project and the proposed
energy audit. The Committee agreed to move forward with
the bio-retention project in summer 2011. The
administration reported that the District received a one year
extension on the bio-diesel grant for our busses. The next
Facilities meeting is scheduled for May 21* at the TEAO
building.

Finance Committee, Chair: Kevin Mahoney

The Finance Committee met on April 19" to discuss the
school district budget and related matters. The Committee
reviewed the monthly financial summary and Treasurer’s
report for March 2010. The Treasurer’s report included a
projection that indicates a $1.5 million shortfall of the
budgeted revenues for the 2009-2010 school year. The
administration will continue to curtail expenditures to match
the projected revenues.

The Committee agreed with the administration’s
recommendation to pursue the self insured model for
medical insurance. The Committee stressed that this change
will be virtually transparent to the employees and that
current plan design would remain the same. The Committee




agreed to place the item in the consent agenda at the April
Board meeting.

The Committee discussed capital needs and received a
presentation on issuing bonds. One option presented was
issuing new bonds to fund capital projects for the next three
years and to advance refund the 2006 series to achieve some
savings. The Committee asked the financial adviser to start
the process for a bond issue but wait on future approval for
the actual amount of the offering. The Committee will
review this item at a future meeting.

The administration reviewed the Request for Proposals for
auditing services and the administration’s recommendation
to accept Mailie Falconiero. The Committee agreed to place
the item in the consent agenda at the April Board meeting.

The Committee and administration reviewed additional
strategies to balance the 2010-2011 budget. Much time was
spent reviewing the group of strategies that would have
minimal impact on the educational program. The strategies
will be discussed again at the May 3™ Finance Committee
meeting, which will be held in the TEAO at 7:30 p.m.

Policy Committee,

The Policy Committee met on April 7. The Committee
reviewed policies Policy #6164, US President Request to
Address T/E Students, and revisions to an existing policy,
Policy #5116, Non-Resident Students. These items will be
reviewed again in May, with a goal of finalizing the policies
prior to the beginning of the 2010-11 school year.

The Committee then discussed and recommended to the full
Board for approval the following actions: repeal of Policy
6180, Accreditation of Conestoga High School; revisions to
Policy, 7040 Use of District Facilities; revisions to Policy
9350, Reimbursement for Expenses of Board Members and
Policy 9316, Convening Special Meetings; and new Policy
9380, Communication between Board Members and District
Legal Counsel. The Committee also recommended Policy
9317, Quorums, be repealed because the language is covered
in the School Code and law.

The Committee will review Policy, 9300 Methods of
Operation; and Policy, 1123 Public Access to School
District Records, at its next meeting. For Policy 1123, the
Committee suggested that any reference to specific fee
amounts be taken out and left in the regulation only.

The administration discussed two other matters for the
Committee’s information: Policy and Regulation #5412,
Searches and Policy# 4450 (and Regulation), Evaluation of
Professional Employees. The administration indicated that
we are not going to be implementing any changes at this
time, so we will revisit this search regulation when needed.
The topic of the other item was the Evaluation of
Professional Employees. The administration is in the process
of updating the regulation to indicate that any observations
conducted as a result of the Professional Improvement Plan
are required and, therefore, not a complaint that would be
recognized pursuant to the District’s Complaint policy.

Continuing with the agenda items, the Committee approved
the following policies (and regulations) for recommendation
to the full Board for second reading at the April Board
Meeting: Policy 1120, Communication with the School
Board; Policy 5413, Student Conduct on District-Provided
Transportation; Policy 9311, Order of Business for Monthly
Board Meeting; and Policy 9340, Formulation of
Administration Regulations. The Committee will meet next
on May 5™ at 6:30 pm in the TEAO.

The Public Information Committee met on April 6. The
Committee reviewed a draft of revisions to Policy 1100,
School District Communications with the Public.

The Committee discussed the communication plan for the
Education Services Center (ESC) demolition project. The
administration will send a letter to neighbors of the ESC
inviting them to an informational meeting on May 24" at the
Easttown Library.

The administration updated the Committee on the
opportunity for Hillside Elementary School neighbors to
come to the school and learn more about the green roof that
will be installed this summer. Neighbors will be invited to
visit Hillside on June 4™ to see diagrams of the green roof
and learn more about the project.

The administration presented the new TESD web site design
to the Committee. The new web site will become live in July
2010. The administration will launch an awareness
campaign to introduce the new site later this spring.
